Your National Committee is borrowing a successful idea from another parent club national specialty for this ground breaking PCA event.  
Come join us for an evening of food, drink, fun and showcasing your dogs.  The National Specialty is the time for everyone to have an opportunity to see your top producers, offspring, ‘golden oldies’ and young hopefuls, “close up and personal”.  We invite you to bring pedigrees, private treaties, business cards and anything else to inform breeders about your Papillons.  Please bring a grooming table and an ex-pen for your assigned area.  This invitation is to create an evening of fun and education devoted to our beloved breed.

We would like to offer an opportunity for members with stud dogs available through private treaty, to display those dogs and their progeny or photos (albums) of progeny.  Our Specialties have previously never offered such a planned event for members to see and go over prospective stud dogs; and talk face-to-face with the dog’s owner/breeder.  This is your chance to discuss pedigrees, line traits, including the positives…and sometimes, the not so positives, which make up our breed’s gene pool.  
Stud dogs’ owners each provide their own grooming table “set up” and an ex-pen.  We would like each breeder to bring pedigrees and photos of other dogs you might have available.
Originally, the stud dog owners would pay for their set-ups which they decorate and then compete for the honor of the ‘best-dressed’ set-up.  Since this is a first time event (you will all be ‘ground-breakers’) there will not be any fee. However, we are asking for prospective exhibitors to pre-register in order to participate.   Each exhibitor with a stud dog or dogs to exhibit will submit the dog’s pedigree(s) and an example of their stud-dog contract.   We’ll keep a record book of the dogs exhibited, their pedigree and start a ‘contract’ scrapbook for future reference by our members.  We will need a copy of the pedigrees and your private treaty stud dog contract before you will be allowed to set up Saturday night.
Feel free to submit puppy (show and pet) contracts, labeled as such, for the historical record available for reference by members.  We’ll have a scrapbook and hope to add to it, at future events.
We will set up in a meeting room, unless we have a large turn-out, when we will move all set-ups to the ring.   We would like to invite you, the stud dog owners, with the genes of the future for our breed, to step up and show our members what you have.
We are going to offer some refreshments and hope to have some entertainment as well (still in the planning stage).  If you don’t ‘have’ a stud dog, but are in the ‘market’ to add an outcross to your breeding program, this event is for YOU.  This is something we have all bemoaned….no time to ‘talk’ or discuss, dialogue, share and get to know one another.  Here is your opportunity.
Bring pedigrees, photo albums, laptops with DVDs or videos; all that will help you to ‘present’ your stud dog.  

We plan a casual interaction, with people able to move among the set-ups and talk to the owner/breeders.  Bring your camera to get photos of ‘that special dog’ or a ‘prospective special dog’.
